Chart Note Transcription

Chart Note:  the chart note below contains fifteen medical terms that can be reworded with the definition of the term you learned in this chapter.  Each term is identified with an underline.  Determine the definition of the term and write your answers in the spaces provided.

Current Complaint:  A 56-year-old male was admitted to the (1) CCU from the (2) ER  with left arm pain, (3) angina pectoris, (4) bradycardia, and vomiting.

Past History:  Patient reports no heart problems prior to this episode.  He has taken medicatin for (5.) hypertension for the past five years.  His family history is significant for a father and brother who both died in their 50’s from (6) myocardial infarction.

Signs and Symptoms:  Patient reports (7) angina pectoris that radiates to his left jaw and arm.  A   (8) EKG / ECG  and a blood test to determine the amount of heart damage were abnormal.

Diagnosis:  an (9) acute  (10) myocardial infarction resulting from a (11) coronary thrombosis.

Treatment: First, provide supportive care during the acute phase.  Second, evaluate heart damage by (12) cardiac catheterization and evaluate heart fitness by (13) stress test.  Finally, perform surgical intervention by either (14) percutaneous transluminal coronary angioplasty or by (15) coronary artery bypass graft (CABG).
